Stanley served in the Polish Army and was stationed on the Russian front and
later taken to Germany to work as a cabinetmaker. He loved playing the violin
and his skills allowed him to make his own violins when he could not afford
one. 
He was imprisoned in Dauchau concentration camp for listening to an
underground radio station. He was acquired from the camp for work by a
German Aristocrat, which ensured his survival. He married Stefania and
immigrated to the United States. 
Stanley was a retired master carpenter for US Steel. Stanley was active in
Polish Organizations including PNA Lodge 2431; and he was President of the
Polish American Center. He received the Heritage Award from the Polish
National Congress for outstanding contributions and the Director’s Award and
Deputy Sheriff Star for outstanding work as director of the Independent



Democratic Party and served as precinct committeeman. Stanley was loved
and admired by his family and friends.
